Under the Maitland Schools Environment Program, Maitland City Council is able to assist schools by providing them with 

resources to complete environmental projects.

Should funds remain towards the end of each financial year, schools may 

be able to request further resources.  

Applications for funding assistance can be made at any time. Council aims to purchase and supply requested materials 

to schools within 2-4 weeks of the request application being submitted. A final assessment report, which is attached, 

must be submitted on completon of your funded project.  

Council also offers many free environmental educational resources to schools. You can enquire and access these 

resources from Council at any time. Descriptions of some of these resources are detailed on the following page for 

 your information.
